Choose one of the following problems.  Complete the project thoroughly, meeting all criteria.  Unless specified, you have the option to either print out your composition as sheet music or have the judges listen to it aurally.  It is preferable to have both.

Write the complete song, America (My Country ‘Tis of Thee), in the key of E major in the treble clef.  If you have done this correctly, you should have 14 complete measures.  (Lyrics will produce extra credit)

Write a single voice melody in the key of Bb Minor.  Your composition must be in three-four meter and in the treble clef.  It must be at least two complete phrases in length (number of measures is whatever you like)

Write a piece for clarinet and tom tom.  This piece should be in the concert key of C minor.  The meter may be whatever you would like.  It must be a minimum of 12 measures long.

Arrange this Chopin Prelude for a woodwind quintet (flute, oboe, clarinet, French horn, and bassoon.

Write America, the Beautiful in the key of Ab major.  Include the words.  Adding a bass line to the music is optional but will considerably enhance the status of your solution.  If you add the bass, your example should appear on two-staff systems.

Write an SATB Chorale (approximately 6 measures in length) in the key of C minor with a time signature of four-four.  Use non-chord tones in all voices.  Arrange this chorale for brass quintet (2 trumpets, French horn, trombone, and tuba).
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
