2. Page Number
3. A header or footer on each of the directory pages (not the covers) identifying the directory/school

Change Request Form

The directory will be available for proofing before it is printed.  Create a form that allows a student to request a change to existing information (name misspelled, wrong address, etc.)   Must include school name.
