The Great Computer Challenge

The  two views provided show the front and rear of the body of a pump. Assume that you were in the field, had drawn such sketches and measured these dimensions. Now you are back in your office and you are ready to present this part in three orthographic views.

It is recommended that you do the following:

1. Make a plan of how the views will be presented

1. Pick the most descriptive view to be your front view.

1. Decide whether the profile view will be a right or left side view.

2. Calculate the overall rough size of your views in terms of the width and height, and then estimate the limits of your drawing.

3. Now you can start drawing your views.

4. Read all the notes that you wrote on the sketches and if you find out that you forgot a dimension, make a reasonable assumption.

5. You can replace the side view with a full sectional side view for extra credit.

Draw a border line using a 0.1 inch wide Pline around your views.  This box should have a 1/2 inch margin from the edges of the paper.

Add all the information pertaining to yourself and your school in a small title block at the right bottom corner of the border box.

Print your finished work on 8 1/2 x 11 paper and make sure to preview your plot before you send it to the printer.
