Places to Visit in Virginia:

Colonial Williamsburg 
Colonial Williamsburg was the first colonial capital of Virginia and is now a faithfully restored colonial town.

Mount Vernon 
George Washington became the owner of Mount Vernon after his marriage to Martha Custis, a wealthy widow. The plantation soon became a beloved home, to which he gratefully returned after the turmoil of the American Revolution and again following his two terms as president of the United States. 

Jamestown Colony - 
Site of the first successful European colony in the new world, this recreated town shows what life might have been like in the 17th century for the new settlers.

Monticello - 
Home of Thomas Jefferson, author of the Declaration of Independence and third president of the United States, Monticello demonstrates the contradictions of this early American leader. 
Famous Citizens:

William Henry Harrison
William Henry Harrison, the ninth president, was born into an aristocratic family in Charles City County, Virginia, in 1773. His father, Benjamin Harrison, was a signer of the Declaration of Independence and a close friend of George Washington. 

Patrick Henry
Famous for his statement, "Give me liberty or give me death!" Patrick Henry was one of Virginia's leading advocates for overthrowing English rule prior to the American Revolution.

Thomas Jefferson 
Thomas Jefferson was born in 1743 in Albemarle County, Virginia. He attended the College of William and Mary from 1760-1762. At the age of 33, he drafted the Declaration of Independence. It was adopted by Congress on July 4, 1776. 
In 1779, Jefferson was elected governor of Virginia. Jefferson became the third president of the United States in 1801. He authorized the Louisiana Purchase - more than doubling the size of the country. 

James Madison 
James Madison was born in 1751 in King George County, Virginia. Madison became a member of the Virginia legislature, participated in the creation of the Virginia Constitution, and in 1776, served in the Continental Congress. He was instrumental in framing the Constitution of the United States. He was honored as the "Father of the Constitution. He entered the White House in 1809 as the fourth president of the United States. 

James Monroe
James Monroe was born in Westmoreland County, Virginia, in 1758. He attended the College of William and Mary, fought with distinction in the Continental Army and served in the United States Congress. Monroe went on to serve as governor of Virginia. He was the Republican choice for the President in 1816. He easily won re-election in 1820. During Monroe’s administration, Florida was obtained from Spain. 

Zachary Taylor 
Zachary Taylor, the nation’s twelfth president was born in Montebello, Virginia in 1784. Although Taylor had little interest in politics, he was nationally recognized as a military hero after his valiant defeat of Santa Anna at Buena Vista during the Mexican War. 

Booker T. Washington 
Booker T. Washington founded Tuskeegee Institute - the first college for African Americans - in 1881 in Alabama. He was a leader in helping African Americans begin gaining equality with white people.

George Washington 
George Washington was born in 1732 into the family of a Virginia planter. At the spring 1775 meeting of the Second Continental Congress, Washington was unanimously elected Commander in Chief of the Continental Army. After the Revolutionary War, Washington was asked to lead a Constitutional Convention in 1787. Under his guidance, the Constitution of the United States with its Bill of Rights was created. He was persuaded to serve as the country’s first president and took the first presidential oath of office on April 30, 1789.


Geography and Landforms:

Virginia is made up of four distinct geographical regions: the Tidewater, Piedmont, Valley and TransAllegheny areas. The Tidewater is a level area of coastal plain which includes four great rivers: the Potomac, the Rappahannock, the York and the James, all of which empty into the Chesapeake Bay. The Piedmont is a rolling plateau region between the Tidewater and the Blue Ridge Mountains. The Great Valley lies between the Blue Ridge and Allegheny mountains, and the TransAllegheny area includes portions of the Blue Ridge and Appalachian mountain ranges. 

Economy:

Virginia’s main industries include farming, manufacturing, minerals, fishing, trade, and transportation.
