Scenario:

Your team has been hired by one of your classmates to promote them during your school’s version of American Idol.  Your task is to create a portfolio, poster and a CD jewel case design that will be distributed with your client’s demo.
Requirements:

Advertising Poster




The poster should be an 8 ½ x 11 sheet of paper.

You must have the following text elements on your poster:

· name of the entertainer
· name of the school hosting the contest (your school)
· date on which the contest will be held
· the web address to obtain additional information 
CD Jewel Case Design


The jewel case design should be a 5 ½ x 5 ½ sheet of paper.

You are only responsible for designing the front of the jewel case.

You must have the following text elements in your jewel case design:

· name of the entertainer
· CD title and name of the record label 

Portfolio




The portfolio should be an 8 ½ x 11 sheet of paper.

You are only responsible for designing the first page of the portfolio.

You must have the following text elements in your portfolio:

· name of the entertainer

· brief summary of their musical history, previous concerts, upcoming events, etc.

Guidelines:

Be creative in choosing the CD title.  Also, consider the audience of your marketing piece.  Does your client’s music appeal to all age groups, or a certain population?

You may use scanned images, graphics, clip art, rules, text, watermarks, font faces and sizes to enhance the piece.  The use of color is permitted, but color will not be judged any higher than solutions created using black/white or shades of gray.  Design and layout of the pieces will be judged, as well as the quality of writing, so do be sure to use a spellchecker and check for grammatical errors.  In addition, not all printers provide the same quality of output.  Judges are aware of this and will refer to the image left on the computer screen to make determinations of product quality versus print resolution.  Therefore, be sure to leave filenames for the judges with instructions on how to access each file.

The solutions will be judged on the overall quality of layout and design with emphasis placed on thematic unity (how well all the items on the pages are related to the theme) and stylistic unity (a consistent "look and feel" to all parts of the solution).
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
